Joint consumption versus public good.

No social element—success follows ‘inherent
quality’.
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1. Easy decisions (yes/no) lead to bandwagoning
e.g. jyte.com

2. More costly evaluations lead to oppositional votes
€.g. amazon.com

Self-selection: Costly voting may lower incentives
for those who agree with the current assessment
and increase incentives for those who disagree.

Dominance hierarchies

Methods of Forming Hierarchies

Size of set Group assembly Round-robin competition
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<= Group versus isolated interactions produce
different hierarchies
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Sensible result:

<= Stronger social signal leads to greater following
and greater inequality.

Peculiar result;

<% Stronger social signal leads to greater
unpredictability.

Very peculiar observation:
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Stronger social signal leads to greater
unpredictability.

The most unequal distributions would suggest the
greatest variation in underlying ‘quality.’

But success may be due to social construction ‘
through following. (so let's tell a story... [ ) §
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
